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SOFTWARE AGREEMENT 
 

BY PLACING YOUR ONLINE ORDER OR ACCEPTING THIS AGREEMENT THROUGH AN ORDER THAT INCORPORATES THESE TERMS, YOU  

(THE PRIMARY CONTACT OR BILLING CONTACT ON THE ORDER) AGREE TO COMPLY WITH AND BE BOUND BY THE TERMS AND  

CONDITIONS OF THIS AGREEMENT. IF YOU ARE ACTING ON BEHALF OF A COMPANY OR OTHER LEGAL ENTITY, YOU CONFIRM THAT 

YOU HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO BIND THAT ENTITY TO THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS AGREEMENT, AND THE TERM 

"CUSTOMER" IN THIS AGREEMENT REFERS TO THAT ENTITY.  

  

This So�ware Agreement (the "Agreement" or “So�ware Agreement”) is valid for the applicable order and is effec�ve between Data 
Tools Pty Ltd ABN 21 073 541 385 (“DataTools”) and the Company specified in the order (the “Customer”) (collec�vely referred to as 
“the par�es”). It supersedes the DataTools So�ware End User Licence Agreement (“EULA”) applicable to DataTools so�ware products. 

1. BACKGROUND  

(a) DataTools offers address, e-mail and phone valida�on so�ware products (the “So�ware”) consis�ng of DataTools Materials 
and Valida�on Data, subject to the terms of this Agreement.  

(b) The Customer wishes to purchase the So�ware from DataTools, and by ordering or using the So�ware, agrees to be bound 
by and comply with the terms of the Agreement, and agrees to pay DataTools the fees applicable.  

(c) The par�es acknowledge that some or all of the components supplied as part of the So�ware under this Agreement may be 
provided to DataTools by DataTools’ licensors and that the provision of the So�ware to Customer is subject to Customer’s 
compliance with the terms of this Agreement including the Schedules which are incorporated herein.  

 

2. DEFINITIONS  

“Agreement” is as described in clause 12(a). 
“Confiden�al Informa�on” means informa�on disclosed by, or obtained from, one party (the Disclosing Party) to or by the other 
party (Receiving Party) that (i) is by its nature confiden�al; (ii) is designated by the Disclosing Party as confiden�al; or (iii) the 

Receiving Party knows or ought reasonably know is confiden�al, including the terms of this Agreement, the nature of the 

products or services being provided by DataTools to the Customer in accordance with this Agreement, informa�on about the 
Disclosing Party’s business, opera�ons, strategy, administra�on, technology, affairs, clients, personnel, but does not include any 
such informa�on that is in the public domain or is legally and properly obtained other than through a breach of an obliga�on of 
confiden�ality. DataTools Confiden�al Informa�on includes DataTools pricing, discounts, product informa�on, or Documenta�on 

that is not publicly available.  
“Customer” means the company specified in the order (including any online order).  
“Customer Data” means all data or informa�on (including any Personal Informa�on) provided or made available to DataTools 
and/or a DataTools licensor by or on behalf of Customer or otherwise accessed or accessible by DataTools and/or a licensor in 
connec�on with DataTools providing the So�ware (however Customer Data excludes the data or Confiden�al Informa�on owned 
or provided by DataTools or its licensors).  
“DataTools Materials” means all materials, so�ware, services, documenta�on, pla�orms, and any deriva�ves thereof owned 
and developed by DataTools or its group companies, but excludes the following third party materials (including third party 
materials provided by any DataTools affiliates, partners or resellers): data (including any Valida�on Data), so�ware, third party 
materials, services and documenta�on.  

“Documenta�on” means any user or technical documenta�on supplied by DataTools (including but not limited to guides 
available on the DataTools website).  
“Fair Use Policy” is as set out herein – the Customer shall not knowingly or recklessly, and shall not knowingly or recklessly cause 
or allow third par�es to use the So�ware: 
(a) to perform or disclose any performance, availability, vulnerability tes�ng or benchmarking of the So�ware or similar 

ac�vi�es which inten�onally generate an excessive number of transac�ons; 
(b) to perform or disclose network discovery, port and service iden�fica�on, vulnerability scanning, password cracking or 

remote access tes�ng of the So�ware; 
(c)  to harass or cause any damage or injury to any person or property, or to promote racism, harm or hatred; 
(d) to engage in, promote or encourage illegal ac�vity or the viola�on of the legal rights of others, or for any unlawful, invasive, 

infringing, or fraudulent purpose; 
(e) to publish any material that is obscene, defamatory or false; 
(f)  to violate the security, integrity or availability of any network, applica�on, user account or compu�ng device (this includes 

not inten�onally distribu�ng destruc�ve applica�ons or devices such as viruses, worms, Trojan horses, corrupted files); 
(g)  to perform, cause or allow a denial of service atack;  
(h)  to interfere with, disable or circumvent any aspect of the So�ware, or to use the So�ware, or any interfaces provided with 

the So�ware to access another product or service in a way that violates any applicable terms of use; or 

(i) to send, generate or facilitate unsolicited spam, “junk” mail, mass email, promo�ons, adver�sing or other similar material. 
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“Loss” means loss, damage, liability, charge, expense, outgoing or cost (including all legal and other professional costs on a full 
indemnity basis) of any nature or kind.  
“Personal Informa�on” is as defined in the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth). 

“So�ware Output” means any output response generated by the So�ware. 

“Third Party Agreement” means the third-party licensor terms (including in the form of a schedule) applicable to the So�ware, 

as set out at htps://datatools.com.au/terms-condi�ons/ . 

"Valida�on Data” means the third-party licensor data component of the So�ware that is made available or licensed to the 

Customer by DataTools. 
 

3. OWNERSHIP AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY  
(a) The Customer’s right to use the So�ware shall be on a non-exclusive, non-transferable, revocable basis, for the Customer’s 

internal business purposes, and is subject to the Customer’s compliance with the Agreement.   
(b) The So�ware and Documenta�on and any deriva�ves (and any intellectual property rights therein) supplied by DataTools 

under this agreement remains the property of either or both DataTools and its licensors. This Agreement does not transfer 
any ownership or intellectual property rights to the Customer.  

(c) The Customer agrees that it shall not (and shall not assist or allow a third party) to do or atempt to do any of the following:  
(i) reproduce, transfer, distribute, market, publish, sell, re-sell, rent, lease out, sub-license, supply, commercialise, modify, 

adapt, disassemble, merge, decompile, copy, reverse engineer or create deriva�ve works of the So�ware, So�ware 

Output or the Documenta�on or the mechanism through which the So�ware is made available to the Customer;  
(ii) remove, alter, or obscure any copyright no�ces, trademarks, or other proprietary rights no�ces included in the 

So�ware or Documenta�on;  
(iii) use the So�ware to create any product or service which competes with any component of the So�ware; 
(iv) undertake any data cleansing ac�vi�es unless otherwise permited under this Agreement;  

(i) extract or atempt to extract the Valida�on Data from the So�ware; 
(v) use the So�ware in any manner that may result in a breach of a third party’s intellectual property rights; or  

(vi) perform any act or omission to circumvent the restric�ons in this Agreement. 
(d) The Customer may only permit its employees, contractors, agents, and service providers who are authorised by the 

Customer to use the So�ware on the Customer’s behalf in accordance with this Agreement, and the Customer agrees to be 

responsible for their acts and omissions as though they are the acts and omissions of the Customer. 
(e) The Customer is responsible for ensuring that access details including any account details and passwords are kept secure, 

and ensuring that no third party shall access the So�ware (unless otherwise permited under this Agreement), and shall 
no�fy DataTools if it becomes aware of any unauthorised use of the So�ware or use that is in breach of this Agreement.  

 

4. WARRANTIES  

(a) Each party represents and warrants to the other party that the first party:  
(i) has full corporate power to enter into this Agreement and each order, and perform its obliga�ons under this 

Agreement; and   
(ii) has all licences, authorisa�ons, consents, approvals and permits required by applicable laws to perform the 

obliga�ons under this Agreement.  
(b) Subject to the limita�ons set out in this Agreement, DataTools warrants that for the respec�ve so�ware licence term, it has 

the right to provide the So�ware to the Customer, and that the DataTools Materials will not infringe any third party’s 
intellectual property rights.  

(c) The Customer warrants that any Customer materials or Customer Data made available to DataTools will not infringe any 
third party’s intellectual property rights. 

(d) Subject to the limita�ons set out in this Agreement, DataTools warrants that for the term of the so�ware licence, that the 
So�ware will materially func�on in accordance with the descrip�on of the So�ware as set out in the order (the 

“Descrip�on”). In the event that the So�ware does not materially func�on in accordance with the Descrip�on, and the 
Customer no�fies DataTools of the non-compliance within 30 days, DataTools shall use commercially reasonable endeavours 
to correct and provide (at its elec�on) a patch or new release for that part of the So�ware which does not so comply, 
provided that such non-compliance has not been caused by: 
(i) any modifica�on, varia�on, configura�on or addi�on to the So�ware not performed by DataTools;  
(ii) incorrect use, abuse or corrup�on of the So�ware or any breach of this Agreement by the Customer; 
(iii) use of the So�ware with other so�ware, data or on equipment with which it is incompa�ble; or 

(iv) as a result of the third-party updates.  

(v) For any breach of this warranty,  the Customer’s exclusive remedy and DataTools’ en�re liability is to correct the 
deficient component of the So�ware causing the breach, or if DataTools deems that it is not possible to correct the 
So�ware in a commercially reasonable manner, either party may terminate the affected So�ware, and subject to the 
terms of this Agreement, the Customer is en�tled to a pro-rata refund of any unused, prepaid fees from the date of 
termina�on.

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(e) To the extent permited by law, DataTools excludes all other warran�es, express or implied including warran�es of 
merchantability, fitness for purpose, quality, completeness or accuracy of the So�ware.  

(f) The Customer acknowledges and agrees that:  
(i) the So�ware is supplied “as-is”;   
(ii) its use and reliance on the So�ware is at its own risk;  
(iii) while DataTools may use commercially reasonable endeavours to ensure that the So�ware is virus-free, DataTools 

does not warrant or guarantee that the So�ware shall be error, defect or virus-free, up to date or that it shall meet the 
Customer’s requirements.  

(g) The Customer warrants and agrees that it shall comply with the Agreement and any reasonable direc�ons from DataTools as 
required to comply with DataTools’ licensors’ requirements from �me to �me.  

 

5. USE OF THE SOFTWARE  

(a) Subject to the terms of this Agreement, including the Customer’s payment of the applicable fees, DataTools grants the 
Customer a licence to use the So�ware and any updates made available to the Customer for the so�ware licence term and 
at the quan��es agreed in the order (including any limita�ons on the number of users or servers). Where the So�ware is 
purchased through a reseller, details of the so�ware licence may be issued on a separate DataTools Licence Cer�ficate or 
equivalent documenta�on to record the quan��es and type of so�ware licence purchased. 

(b) The Customer agrees: 
(i) to use the So�ware in accordance with this Agreement, including the Fair Use Policy and any further rights and 

restric�ons set out in the Third Party Agreements and schedules;  
(ii) to provide reasonable access and informa�on in rela�on to its use of the So�ware, as and when required in order for 

DataTools to audit the Customer’s compliance with the Agreement, and agrees that Customer Data and usage 
informa�on may be provided to licensors in connec�on with this Agreement; and 

(iii) that resellers or affiliates purchasing the So�ware on the Customer’s behalf may have access to Customer account 
records if they have been nominated to access such records on behalf of the Customer. 

(c) The Customer further agrees that its use of the So�ware is condi�onal upon the Customer agreeing: 
(i) to comply with DataTools’ technical recommenda�ons as required from �me to �me (including implemen�ng any 

patches or updates, and to cease using expired versions of the So�ware);  
(ii) to ensure that any of the Customer’s systems that rely upon the use of So�ware for data entry or data lookup, also 

have a reasonable alterna�ve manual means to con�nue to operate in the event that the So�ware is unavailable; and 

(iii) to ensure that the Customer’s technical implementa�on to use the So�ware use only the provided service endpoints 
(service URL) that make use of the standard DataTools load balanced service. 

(d) The par�es agree that: 
(i) DataTools may deliver the So�ware by whatever means it determines to be appropriate;   
(ii) DataTools is not responsible for the installa�on or integra�on of the So�ware;  
(iii) the So�ware is subject to updates, maintenance, modifica�ons and enhancements which may impact the So�ware 

from �me to �me, however such opera�onal interrup�ons to the So�ware do not cons�tute a breach of the 
Agreement; and  

(iv) any support provided by DataTools to Customer shall be provided in accordance with Schedule 1. 
 

6. FEES AND PAYMENT  
(a) Unless otherwise expressly stated, all fees or other sums payable under or in accordance with this Agreement are expressed 

as being exclusive of GST.  
(b) The Customer agrees to: 

(i) pay DataTools the fees as set out in the relevant order, in addi�on to any related third party order form issued by 
DataTools (such as an Australia Post “royalty” order form), and any applicable GST as set out in the relevant DataTools 
invoice;  

(ii) pay any other tax, du�es or deduc�ons where applicable; and 

(iii) pay DataTools within 14 days of the invoice date.  

(c) The Customer acknowledges that due to the nature of the So�ware, except where otherwise stated in this Agreement:  
(i) once an order is placed, fees are non-refundable; and   
(ii) once access to the So�ware has been provided to the Customer, the order is non-cancellable and non- refundable; 

and 

(iii) if the Customer exceeds the quan�ty of So�ware ordered, the Customer shall promptly pay DataTools for any such 
excess quan�ty.  

(d) While DataTools shall use commercially reasonable endeavours to provide the So�ware in a �mely fashion, the Customer 
agrees that DataTools shall not be liable for any Losses that arise as a result of any delay in DataTools’ delivery of or 

Customer’s access to the So�ware.  
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(e) The Customer agrees that:  
(i) the Customer must pay the relevant invoice before it is permited to access the So�ware;  
(ii) fees may be adjusted upon renewal, and the Customer shall be provided prior no�ce to such adjustment and will be 

deemed to accept such adjustments if it renews or otherwise con�nues to use the So�ware; and 

(iii) DataTools reserves the right to charge interest at the equivalent of the overdra� lending rate of DataTools’ bankers 
upon late payment of any fees by the Customer.  

 

7. CONFIDENTIALITY & SECURITY  
(a) Each Receiving Party agrees to:   

(i) protect all Confiden�al Informa�on and data of the Disclosing Party to the same extent it protects its own Confiden�al 
Informa�on, and not less than a reasonable standard of care;   

(ii) use Confiden�al Informa�on of the Disclosing Party disclosed or made available to it in connec�on with the 
Agreement solely to exercise its rights and perform its obliga�ons under the Agreement; and   

(iii) not disclose or otherwise provide or make available any Confiden�al Informa�on to any person except as permited 
under this clause 7 or with the prior writen consent of the Disclosing Party.   

(b) Notwithstanding clause 7(a), the Receiving Party may disclose Confiden�al Informa�on:  
(i) to its officers, employees, contractors or agents, and legal, financial or other advisers (an “Authorised Person”), 

provided that the Authorised Person has agreed to confiden�ality obliga�ons to protect the Confiden�al Informa�on 
in a manner no less protec�ve than the provisions of this Agreement, and only to the extent that the Authorised 
Person has a need to know for the purposes of this Agreement; or  

(ii) if the Receiving Party is required to disclose in any legal proceeding or to a government en�ty, to the extent required 
by law (and in such case the Receiving Party must, to the extent not prohibited by law, give the Disclosing Party 
reasonable prior no�ce of any proposed disclosure of Confiden�al Informa�on and reasonably cooperate with the 
Disclosing Party to contest any required disclosure, and seek to minimise the extent of the disclosure of the 
Confiden�al Informa�on); subject to the Receiving Party accep�ng all responsibility and liability for the acts or 
omissions of any person to whom it discloses or otherwise provides or makes available the Disclosing Party’s 
Confiden�al Informa�on in accordance with this clause 7(a).   

(c) If requested to do so by the Disclosing Party, the Receiving Party must immediately cease all use of the Confiden�al 
Informa�on and must, at its own expense, return to the Disclosing Party or destroy, as the Disclosing Party directs, all 
Confiden�al Informa�on that it holds or controls, and provide writen confirma�on of the same to the Disclosing Party. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Receiving Party may retain one copy of any notes and other records that the Recipient is 
required by law to retain.  

(d) The Customer shall treat any data supplied by the Supplier as Confiden�al Informa�on and shall not disclose it to any third 
party without the prior writen consent of the Supplier, except as required by applicable law or where such third party is 
using the Confiden�al Informa�on for the Customer’s internal business purposes in which case the Customer agrees to be 
responsible for the acts and omissions by the third party in rela�on to the Confiden�al Informa�on. 

(e) The Customer shall implement reasonable security measures within its own environment including measures to protect the 
confiden�ality and integrity of the Confiden�al Informa�on and Customer Data, and protect the Customer environment 
from viruses and other similar malware.  

 

8. PRIVACY  
(a) The Customer agrees that DataTools may use Customer Data (including contact and account informa�on) and disclose 

Customer Data to third party licensors in order to provide the So�ware.  

(b) DataTools’ use of the Customer’s contact informa�on shall be in accordance with the DataTools Privacy policy available at 
htps://datatools.com.au/privacypolicy/ . 

(c) The Customer represents and warrants that the Customer shall only disclose informa�on to the extent required by DataTools 
to fulfil its obliga�ons under this Agreement; the Customer agrees that it shall not send whole records containing mul�ple 
classes of Personal Informa�on and that it shall comply with all applicable privacy laws, including providing any required 
no�ces and obtaining all necessary consents for any Personal Informa�on collected, used or disclosed. 

(d) Subject to the Customer fulfilling its obliga�ons as set out above, DataTools shall not store mul�ple valida�on data types 
together. 

 

9. TERM AND TERMINATION   

9.1. Term 

(a) This Agreement, including the Customer’s right to use the So�ware, shall be valid for the term of the order.  
(b) FOR SOFTWARE LICENCES, DATATOOLS SHALL ISSUE THE CUSTOMER A NOTICE OF RENEWAL IN THE FORM OF A RENEWAL 

INVOICE BETWEEN 30 TO 60 DAYS PRIOR TO THE EXPIRY DATE OF A SOFTWARE LICENCE TERM, AND UNLESS ONE PARTY 

NOTIFIES THE OTHER IN WRITING THAT IT DOES NOT WISH TO RENEW, OR THE CUSTOMER FAILS TO PAY THE RENEWAL 

INVOICE BY THE DUE DATE, THE SOFTWARE SET OUT IN THE ORDER SHALL AUTOMATICALLY RENEW FOR AN ADDITIONAL

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SOFTWARE LICENCE TERM AND SHALL BE INVOICED ON THE SAME DAY OF THE SUBSEQUENT YEAR (“RENEWAL DATE”) 

UNTIL IT IS TERMINATED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TERMS OF THIS AGREEMENT OR WHERE A PARTY HAS PROVIDED THE 

OTHER PARTY WITH 30 DAYS’ NOTICE IN WRITING PRIOR TO THE RENEWAL DATE. 

9.2. 9.2        Suspension or Termina�on for Cause 

(a) The Customer agrees that DataTools may at its elec�on, suspend or terminate the Customer’s rights under the Agreement at 
any �me upon no�ce (including suspending access to the So�ware) if:  
(i) the Customer breaches the Fair Use Policy or any of the Third Party Agreements or schedules; or  

(ii) DataTools, ac�ng reasonably, determines that the Customer’s usage is in excess of the licensed quan��es or types set 
out in the order; or 

(iii) the Customer has not paid an invoice by the due date. 

Any suspension or termina�on for the causes set out in this clause 9.2(a) shall not relieve the Customer’s payment 
obliga�ons. 

(b) The Customer agrees that DataTools may, at its elec�on, suspend or terminate the Customer’s rights under the Agreement 
at any �me upon no�ce (including suspending access to the So�ware) if there is a material event in rela�on to DataTools’ 
agreement with its licensors, including a material degrada�on or failure by DataTools’ licensors to provide the Valida�on 
Data to DataTools. In the event of DataTools’ termina�on for cause as set out in this clause, and subject to the terms of this 
Agreement, Customer shall be en�tled to a pro-rata refund of any unused, prepaid fees at the termina�on date. 

(c) Where DataTools suspends or terminates the Customer’s rights to access the So�ware as set out in this clause 9.2, DataTools 
shall, where possible, provide the Customer with at least 7 business days’ prior writen no�ce to remedy the breach before 
exercising its rights under this clause, except where the breach is a material breach of this clause 9.2 that is incapable of 
remedy or where the contraven�on or breach by the Customer relates to misuse of the So�ware, in which case DataTools 
may immediately suspend or terminate the Customer’s rights and the Agreement without providing the Customer with an 
opportunity to remedy the contraven�on or breach.   

9.3. Termina�on for Cause – Material Breach 

(a) For all other breaches not set out in clause 9.2, either party may terminate the Agreement (including all related orders) with 
30 days’ prior writen no�ce if the other party materially breaches this Agreement and fails to correct the breach within the 
30 day no�ce period, or immediately upon no�ce whereby such material breach is incapable of remedy. A material breach 
includes a party’s material contraven�on of any laws. 

9.4. Termina�on for Convenience 

(a) Either party may terminate the Agreement (including all related orders) for convenience with 90 days' prior writen no�ce, 

subject to clause 9.5 below.  

9.5. Consequences of Termina�on 

(a) Upon termina�on, the Customer’s right to access or use the So�ware terminates and the Customer must cease using the 
So�ware, and at DataTools’ request return or permanently delete any materials made available to the Customer as part of 
the So�ware. Unless otherwise specified, termina�on shall not relieve the Customer of its payment obliga�ons, and any 
outstanding amounts must be paid to DataTools within the 30 day no�ce period.  

(b) Any refunds permited under this Agreement are subject to the Customer not being in breach of this Agreement, and the 

Customer’s payment of a minimum so�ware licence term of 12 months for each annual so�ware licence year (including 
so�ware licences that have been renewed). Where termina�on is permited, the Customer agrees that the exercise of such 

termina�on right is the Customer’s sole remedy, and the amount refunded is subject to the minimum so�ware licence term 

set out above and the amount recoverable from DataTools’ licensors. Any So�ware paid for by a reseller may require refunds 
to be issued to the reseller and the reseller shall be responsible for refunding such amounts to the Customer. 
 

10. LIABILITY 

10.1. Limita�on of Liability  
(a) IN NO EVENT SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER FOR ANY INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, PUNITIVE 

OR EXEMPLARY DAMAGES arising out of or in connec�on with this Agreement. NEITHER DATATOOLS NOR ANY OF ITS 

AFFILIATES OR LICENSORS SHALL BE LIABLE FOR ANY COMPENSATION, REIMBURSEMENT, OR DAMAGES ARISING FROM: (I) 
THE CUSTOMER’S INABILITY TO USE THE SOFTWARE, INCLUDING AS A RESULT OF ANY (A) TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION OF 

THIS AGREEMENT OR CUSTOMER’S USE OF OR ACCESS TO THE SOFTWARE, (B) DATATOOLS’ DISCONTINUATION OF ANY OR 

ALL OF THE SOFTWARE; OR (II) THE CUSTOMER’S COSTS INCURRED IN OBTAINING ALTERNATIVE GOODS OR SERVICES; (IV) 

ANY INVESTMENTS, EXPENDITURES, OR COMMITMENTS BY THE CUSTOMER IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT OR 

THE CUSTOMER’S USE OF OR ACCESS TO THE SERVICES; OR (V) ANY DELETION, DESTRUCTION, DAMAGE, LOSS OR FAILURE 

TO STORE ANY OF THE CUSTOMER’S DATA.  

(b) Subject to any other limita�ons in this Agreement (including clause 10.1(a) and the warranty limita�ons set out in clause 4, 

the maximum aggregate liability of either party with respect to all Losses arising out of or related to this Agreement or the 

Customer’s order (whether under statute, in contract, in tort or otherwise), shall be limited to the equivalent of the fees 
paid and payable under the order in the 12 months immediately preceding the event giving rise to such liability.  

(c) The limita�ons of liability set out in clauses 10.1(a) and 10.1(b) do not apply in respect of a party’s liability for:  
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(i) damage to tangible personal property or real property caused by that party;

(vii) in the case of the Customer, any fees payable under this Agreement; or  
(viii) breach by that party of any privacy or confiden�ality obliga�ons set out in this Agreement.  

(d) Each party must take reasonable steps to mi�gate any Loss it suffers or incurs under or in connec�on with this Agreement.    
(e) The liability of a party for any Loss under or in connec�on with this Agreement will be reduced propor�onately to the extent 

that such Loss has been caused or contributed to by the other party’s acts or omissions.
